Gas Safety (Installation and Use) Regulations 1998

I understand that you are the landlord/managing agent of the above premises which has gas appliances installed.  I have received information that leads me to question whether the appliances have been properly maintained.  The specific concerns are:

Please let me know if the gas appliances have been serviced or worked on within the last 12 months and if so the name, address, telephone number and Gas Safe Register™ licence number of the company/individual involved.

If you are the managing agent for the property but not contracted by the landlord of the property to make arrangements to ensure the gas installation is appropriately maintained, please provide full contact details for the landlord so that we can make further enquiries directly.
About twenty people die each year as a result of defective gas appliances so this is an important matter that needs your attention now.

The Regulations require that landlords properly maintain their gas appliances and have them checked for safety at least once a year by an installer who is registered with the Gas Safe Register™ and has the relevant qualifications.  Details of your legal duties as a landlord are explained in the appendix to this letter.

Please send me within two weeks a copy of the gas safety record for the above property and confirm that the appliances are safe to use and that annual checks will be carried out.  The enclosed leaflet gives details about the Gas Safe Register™ including how to locate a registered engineer.

LANDLORD’S DUTIES UNDER THE GAS SAFETY (INSTALLATION AND USE) REGULATIONS 1998

The Regulations stipulate specific requirements for gas safety.

Regulation 36(2) requires landlords to maintain gas appliances and flues that they own, in property let by them, in a safe condition.

Regulation 36(3) requires that:

1. Gas appliances and flues are checked for safety at least once in every 12 month period;
2. That the check is carried out by a Gas Safe Register™ engineer or business (the enclosed leaflet gives details of the Gas Safe Register™);

3. That written records are kept for 2 years for each appliance giving details of the dates of inspection, any defects identified and any remedial action taken;

4. That copies of the records are provided to existing tenants within
28 days of the checks being carried out; and

5. That new tenants are provided with copies of the records before they move in.
(Please use paragraph 1 and points (a) and (b)  below if you are in England or Wales and paragraph 2 below if you are in Scotland)
1) Failure to comply with these requirements can result in prosecution. On conviction the penalties that can be imposed are:
(a) A fine of up to £20,000 and/or six months imprisonment for each charge if the case is heard by a Magistrates’ Court;

(b)  An unlimited fine and/or up to two years imprisonment if the case is heard by a Crown Court.
OR
2) Failure to comply with these requirements can result in a report being submitted to the Procurator Fiscal recommending legal proceedings.
Note: It is sensible to check with the Gas Safe Register™ that the business/engineer are registered and that they possess the relevant qualifications to competently carry out the work.
