This document is prepared by the Health and Safety Executive (“HSE”) to assist the Court in passing sentence, pursuant to the recommendations of the Court of Appeal in the case of R v Friskies Petcare UK Ltd ([2000] 2 Cr App R (s) 401). It gives the Crown’s outline of the facts of the case, together with the aggravating features and other factors relevant to sentence as set out in R v F. Howe and Sons (Engineers) Ltd ([1999] 2 All ER 249). 

In the event of a guilty plea, the Defence should indicate in writing whether or not the aggravating features and other factors listed below are agreed and submit a written list of the mitigating features outlined in Howe that it considers relevant. Any agreed basis upon which a plea is to be put before the Court will then be included in a further document, which will be provided to the Court. The Defence is reminded that, if it wishes to make any submission to the Court about its ability to pay a fine, a set of accounts and any other financial information on which it intends to rely should be supplied to the Crown at the earliest opportunity (R v F. Howe and Sons (Engineers) Ltd).
