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Appendix A - Examples of Information Systems 

· A South Coast Council utilise the food registration forms. The food team updates food business operator information on the database. Each month, paper copies of the forms either are given to the Health & Safety team who then carry over the health & safety rating from the original business record or do a new desktop rating. In some instances, a visit or mail shot type intervention is considered prudent immediately, but the vast majority of businesses are just slotted in to the priority planning system to 'pop up' in future years. 

· Planning consent applications and Premises Licence applications and variations are also looked at and either intervention (e.g. standard letter about noise at work, asbestos duty to manage or Construction (Design and Management) Regulations to applicant, agent or Designated Person Supervisor), or desktop health and safety ratings completed as appropriate.  

· There has also been a pilot project with a Council whereby information from National Non-Domestic Rates received a monthly list of addresses where a change has been registered with no Names or Company details. These businesses were sent a questionnaire and an information pack and this got a 30-40% return rate. This project has been discontinued temporarily, however it is hoped that when this project is restarted, National Non-Domestic Rates will send full details of the Registered Company as per the Information Commissioners current advice.  
· The ‘Circus Safety’ Database is now available via the Extranet for use by Local Authorities on a trial basis. It can be accessed via the Extranet Services Page: 
https://extranet.hse.gov.uk. This work, funded by the Local Authority Science & Technology Initiative was sponsored by Crawley Borough Council and undertaken by the Health and Safety Laboratory. Discussions continue on finalising the other aspects of the project including a toolkit intended primarily to assist Local Authority Health and Safety officers in understanding the circus environment, so they can work to control the risks to workers and members of the public. The database presents new opportunities for Local Authorities to work together. By enabling the sharing of information, this will help to meet the requirements of the Regulators’ Compliance Code. It can facilitate better targeting and less duplication of inspections and consequently more effective use of Local Authority resources – as well as having the potential to reduce the inspection burden on circuses. 
· Some Council’s Local Authority Economic Development Teams may keep a directory of businesses.

· The Health and Safety Executive (HSE) is developing a variety of approaches to make better use of its intelligence in targeting duty holders, e.g. to date, two Councils in Yorkshire and North East and one Council in the Midlands have adopted this approach.

· The Greater Manchester Retail Violence Initiative where Greater Manchester Police provide details of commercial robberies on a daily basis to key personnel within each Local Authority. This has enabled a database to be compiled which is shared amongst the ten Greater Manchester authorities.
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
